ATTENDANCE RATE HAS INCREASED  

 

 

The attendance rate has shown tremendous improvements after Pelican take over.  Prior to 2005, the 

previous Abramson High School’s attendance rate has never exceeded 90%.  At one point the attendance rate 

was as low as 82%.  Conversely, the attendance rate was 93.6% in Pelican’s first year of operation.  The second 

year attendance rate was 96.5% and even higher than the previous year. 2009-2010 and current school year 

attendance rate was 97%. The students want to come to school thanks to the safe, encouraging and healthy 

school atmosphere.   
 

DROP OUT RATE HAS DECREASED 

 

 

The above graph compares drop out rate of old Abramson and current Abramson Science and 

Technology school.  These results clearly depict that our current school, in our first year, showed tremendous 

improvements in these areas when compared to previous years.  Before 2005, average drop out rates for old 

Abramson High School were 11% to 17%.  However, the current drop out rate is 0% in our school.

Student improvement is evident not only in academics but also in discipline and behavioral interventions. 

The current Abramson has now far less number of incidents that result in suspension compared to the previous 

administration. Motivating and well-organized classroom and school keep our students away from disciplinary 

infractions.  

Our approach to discipline is a proactive one. Students are given support to in successful participation of 

academic competitions and fairs to show their skills and capacity. The continuous engagement in meaningful 

and fun hands on learning results in more classroom time and less suspension time for students. It is our policy 

that all students- elementary, middle school and high school- participate in the school science fair. These 

projects encourage our students to ask tough scientific questions, brainstorm ides, conduct research, and 

ultimately to learn new scientific concepts.
